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[bookmark: _GoBack]Training Procedure for Cleaning FTOs (Frequently Touched Objects)

Why clean FTO’s?

Hand Contact surfaces contaminated with body oil and germs will defeat the best hand washing programs which can result in illness and death.

Products and Information to be used

A. Clean cloths (disposable or microfiber)
B. All Purpose Cleaner or One-step Disinfectant Cleaner
C. Trigger sprayer with secondary label
D. Safety Data Sheet

Procedure Steps

A. Inspect building and make list of FTO’s. This step may require coordination with your customer as there are some personal FTOs that are not your responsibility but they need to be made clear.
B. Decide on the cleaning frequency. Minimum – daily.
C. Decide on procedure and enter it here.
Note: There are various acceptable procedures. You may already have a procedure in place and only require incorporating the list of FTOs in your daily cleaning program. Or you can ask your supplier for assistance and training.
