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PURPOSE FOR TESTING  FLOOR FINISH REMOVERS  / STRIPPERS

A. Save stripping time.
B. Minimize chemical, water and energy needed 
C. Safety of employees and environment

TOOLS AND MATERIALS FOR TESTING STRIPPERS

A. Six 16 oz. plastic cups, numbered four through eight, for the stripper to be tested.
B. One 1-gallon jug of water with pump.
C. Stripper to be tested (with pump).
D. Water
E. Center from strip pad.
F. Wet vacuum.
G. Marker
H. Pad and pen
I. Proper protective equipment

PROCEDURE FOR TESTING FLOOR FINISH REMOVERS / STRIPPERS

A. Put on proper protective equipment
B. Pump one pump of stripper into each cup.
C. Pump water into each cup according to the number on the cup (four pumps into cup marked four and three pumps into the cup marked three, etc.).
D. Select area that you suspect will be difficult to strip and that will be large enough to accommodate the tests.
E. As you pour the stripper onto the area to be tested, note time.
F. Pour tests far enough apart to prevent them from running together.
G. After ten minutes, agitate lightly with center from pad or just wipe up.
H. Wipe the areas with a damp cloth and allow to dry.
I. Inspect. Use the weakest solution that stripped the floor all the way to the tile.
J. You now know the strength, and the dwell time.

NOTE: This test is appropriate for evaluating one stripper against another, simply double the equipment and test the strippers side by side.
